First Reading Dan. 7:9-14
A reading from the book of the prophet Daniel

To him was given dominion and glory and kingship

As I watched, thrones were set in place, and an Ancient One took his throne,
his clothing was white as snow, and the hair of his head like pure wool; his
throne was fiery flames, and its wheels were burning fire. A stream of fire
issued and flowed out from his presence. A thousand thousands served him,
and ten thousand times ten thousand stood attending him. 
The court sat in judgment, and the books were opened. I watched then
because of the noise of the arrogant words that the horn was speaking. And
as I watched, the beast was put to death, and its body destroyed and given
over to be burned with fire. As for the rest of the beasts, their dominion was
taken away, but their lives were prolonged for a season and a time.

Second Reading Heb. 10:11-18
A reading from the letter to the Hebrews

Every priest stands day after day at his service, offering again and again the
same sacrifices that can never take away sins. But when Christ had offered
for all time a single sacrifice for sins, “he sat down at the right hand of
God,” and since then has been waiting “until his enemies would be made a
footstool for his feet.”

And the Holy Spirit also testifies to us, for after
saying, “This is the covenant that I will make with them after those days,
says the Lord: I will put my laws in their hearts, and I will write them on

a A reading from the holy gospel according to Mark

R. Glory to you Lord Christ.
He shall gather his elect from the four winds.

Jesus said to his disciples, “In those days, after that suffering, the sun will
be darkened, and the moon will not give its light, and the stars will be
falling from heaven, and the powers in the heavens will be shaken.  Then
they will see ‘the Son of Man coming in clouds’ with great power and
glory.  Then he will send out the angels, and gather his elect from the four
winds, from the ends of the earth to the ends of heaven.
 “From the fig tree learn its lesson: as soon as its branch becomes tender and
puts forth its leaves, you know that summer is near.
